POLICIES OF THE FAIRFIELD COUNTY SHAREPOINT USERS GROUP
_____________________________________________________

ARTICLE I: NAME AND PURPOSE

1.01 The name of the User Group shall be “Fairfield County SharePoint Users Group.”  (FCSPUG). Its principal office for the management of this group is located at Bigelow Tea in Fairfield CT. The User Group Co-Founders may change the location of this office within CT by noting the changed address and effective date below, without amending these Policies.  Dated March 2008
1.02 The objects and purposes of the FCSPUG may be as follows:

a) The FCSPUG is organized for the express purpose of creating a forum dedicated to education and social networking within the SharePoint community.
The FCSPUG will be devoted exclusively to the educational purposes which further promote the growth in knowledge of Microsoft SharePoint application.
b) The FCSPUG specifically opposes the unethical or illegal usage of computer equipment or software. FCSPUG will not own any assets nor devote any time or funds to furthering such activities.
ARTICLE II: MEMBERS

2.01 Any person who is interested in SharePoint and who wishes to further the purposes of this FCSPUG may become a member of this FCSPUG by submitting a membership application.

2.02 Since this membership is NOT fee based, there will be no automatic expiration.  However, a member’s name and contact information will be removed upon request or after one year of inactivity. 
ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS

3.01 The user group meeting will meet on a date set by the co-founders.

3.02 The frequency of these meetings will take place quarterly until membership attendance and demands require otherwise.
3.03 Notice of the time and place of each meeting will be published on the front page of FCSPUG’s newsletter and/or website and be distributed by electronic mail to each member who’s provided accurate contact information.
3.06 Additional or alternative meetings may also be scheduled and as much advance notice will be given to all members as is practical for such meetings.
ARTICLE IV: FCSPUG CO-FOUNDERS
4.01 The business and affairs of the FCSPUG shall be conducted under the direction of FCSPUG Co-Founders, Tina Dube and Melanie Dower.

4.02 Any FCSPUG business to be conducted amongst co-founders and positioned volunteers will be held after regular meetings or during ad-hoc conference calls.
ARTICLE V: DUTIES OF OFFICERS

5.01 Until the future growth of FCSPUG necessitates such a need, named officers (i.e. President, Vice President, Secretary, etc) will not be made official.
ARTICLE VI: FINANCES

6.01 No monies shall be collected for membership fees for the duration of this user group. 

6.02. No monies shall be collected by any level of sponsorship towards door prizes or meeting food & beverages.  It will be the responsibility of individual or company to attend the meeting they are to participate in as a sponsor to provide agreed upon items unless previous arrangements have been worked out.
ARTICLE VII: AMENDMENTS

7.01 These Policies shall be amended by the FCSPUG Co-Founders at any time.
7.02 Members reserve, specifically, the right to view this policy upon request.

ARTICLE VIII: GRIEVANCES

8.01 The FCSPUG Co-Founders will remain open to all comments and suggestions and take written grievances into consideration for any changes to this policy.
8.04 A grievance is not to be presented to the general membership unless formal arrangements have been made to do so, authorized by the Co-Founders.

· Sponsor is allowed their logo placed on the FCSPUG website with a link to their website & the set up of a table at the meet and greet

· BRONZE

· Sponsor provides the following items:  Food and Beverage
· Sponsor is allowed their logo placed on the FCSPUG website with a link to their website


9.02 Sponsorship contributions
